Consultancy training 

The Children’s Law Centre has a multi disciplinary staff 
team, with specialist knowledge and expertise in key areas 
of children’s law.  Specific training requirements can be 
discussed with the Training Co-ordinator, with a view to the 
design and delivery of tailored courses.

All training is delivered from a children’s rights perspective.

Facilitating workshops with children and 
young people  

Article 42 of the United Nations Convention on the Rights 
of the Child states that young people have the right to 
know what their rights are.  However, the majority of young 
people are not aware of their rights, or how to claim them. 

The Children’s Law Centre can provide creative and 
interactive workshops on children’s rights to young people, 
youth groups and schools.  Training needs can be discussed 
with the Training Co-ordinator, with a view to developing 
and delivering tailored programmes.
